Therefore in our services, we lay great emphasis on Bible teaching so that 
God may instruct us.

Therefore we look for His love in our lives as the greatest evidence that we 
are truly worshipping Him.

Antioch was a �ourishing city of the 1st century, then 
the third largest in the world.  With a booming trade 
economy, it was a place for all classes of people, from 
every land -- from the intellectual eliteto crazed 
criminals.  It was called “Antioch the Beautiful.”  And as 
beautiful as it was, with its magni�cent buldings and 
lamp-lighted streets, it was also the most profane city 
of the Greeks and Romans.

The Antiochians were known for using their wit to coin 
lasting nicknames; they were the ones who �rst 
started calling followers of Jesus “Christians” (Acts 
11:26).  And as Paul began preaching the Word of God 
in this dark city, “a great number believed and turned 
to the Lord” (Acts 11:21).  Revival had come.  As a 
church was born, Antioch became the missionary 
headquarters for Paul as he ventured into the rest of 
the world with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Today, we here in University City, West Philadelphia, 
want to follow this example--as we labor with the Lord 
in this “Modern Antioch.
